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Weighting the Oregon Youth Leisure Activities Study Data

For the majority of the analyses in this report we used probability weights to represent the population of 12 to 17 year olds in Oregon.  While these weights allow for single respondents to represent many more people, the standard errors correctly reflect the actual sample size.   The standard errors were calculated using a Taylor procedure built into the statistical software.   A Taylor procedure uses the actual number of observations rather than the weighted observations so that the standard errors are correctly estimated.

The weights were constructed in a three-step process.  First, we calculated base-weights for the sample selections from the sample frame.  U.S. census data provided population counts of children living in each county in Oregon between the ages of 12 and 17.  The probability of selection was calculated for each number called from the purchased sample frame.  Since this sample frame was optimized to list households with 12 to 17 year olds, the assumption was that the frame represented the population and that randomly selected numbers from that frame approximated random selection from the population.  Thus, the chance of being selected into the sample was calculated using the total number of selections over the population provided by the census.  

Second, we adjusted the base weights to account for two types of non-response. We adjusted for the selections in which we did not receive a response or obtain information regarding eligibility.   We then adjusted for the number of non-responses of households that were eligible.  For each of these adjustments, we set the base weights of ineligible selections (such as businesses) to 0.  Finally, we scaled the adjusted weights to match the age distribution of 12 to 17 year olds in the Oregon counties.  The following describes the process of calculating the weights.  
Calculating the Base Weights

We estimated the total Oregon population of children between 12 and 17 using data from the 2000 decennial census.  We used data from Summary File 1 of the 2000 Census of Population and Housing that was issued by the Census Bureau in July of 2007 through the American Fact Finder web portal (documentation can be found at: http://www.census.gov/prod/cen2000/doc/sf1.pdf). This file provides counts of the number of children across three age-groups (12 – 13 years old, 14 years old, and 15-17 years old) in each county in Oregon.  Table A.1 presents the population counts. 

For each selected respondent 
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 (both those who participated and those who did not) a base weight,
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, was calculated to estimate the probability of selection (see weighting example below for the logic behind this procedure).  This was done for each county, where their county residence is given the subscript 
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Calculating the Adjustment Factors

Next, a series of adjustments were made to the data for selected respondents who did not to participate in the survey.  These adjustments effectively spread the weight of non-responders across those who participated in the study, thus maintaining the weight of the sample (see example below to explain the logic behind adjustment).

These adjustments were made within the counties so that a unique weighting factor was calculated for each county.  The disposition for each respondent contacted by the study was coded into three categories: 1 = participation of parent and child; 2 = eligible but refused for either parent or child; or 3 = unknown refusals such as disconnections, or unanswered calls.  

For these adjustments, the base weight for the ineligible cases - such as businesses or households without children between the ages of 12-17 - was deleted. The reason is that while the sampling frame was optimized to generate a list of households “likely” to have a child aged 12 to 17 years old, unfortunately 20% of the selections were not eligible to be part of the study.  However, selecting these cases from the sample took the place of other, possibly eligible, respondents.  By deleting these cases after the base weights where calculated, we are still able to reflect the approximate chance that the other numbers would be selected. After this, however, we adjusted the base weights of the remaining cases as described below.   
Unknown Eligibility Adjustment

The first adjustment was to increase the weight of known eligibilities (participated, and refused but eligible) to compensate for the unknown selections.  We did this by determining the ratio between the sums of these base weights for all possibly eligible numbers called to the sum of the base weights for only the numbers with known eligibilities. Thus, for each county we calculated 
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Non-Response Adjustment

The next adjustment corrected the sample for eligible non-responses.  In other words, we now added to the responders’ weights the weight of those who chose to not participate in the study.  This was calculated as the sum of the base weights for both the eligible responders and the un-eligible responders divided by the sum of the eligible responders, or 
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Adjusted Base Weight

The adjusted weights, 
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, were calculated by multiplying the original base weight by the two adjustment factors, 
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Final Analytical Weights

The adjusted weights were scaled to the proportion of children of a particular age in each county.  This allowed the weights to accurately represent the age distribution of the population by county.  Age was classified into three groups, based on the Census categories: ages 12 – 13, age 14, and ages 15-17.  These three age groups are represented by the subscript “
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”.  The age adjustment was calculated by dividing the county population of a specific age category by the sum of the adjusted base weights, 
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.  This factor adjusts the weights so that if the sum of the adjusted base weights is greater than the actual population then 
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, thus reducing the weight.  If the actual population is greater than the sum of the weights, then 
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, thus increasing weight.  This allows for the sample to have the same age distribution per county as the actual population. Thus, the final weights are 
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Simple Weights

Some statistical programs are able to use weights but are not equipped to properly estimate the variance of statistics to properly reflect the sample size.  For example, the basic SPSS package allows users to weight the data, but the standard errors it calculates are based on the sum of weights.  This means that while the point estimates may be correct, in many cases the standard errors are much too small.  They are smaller because the sum of weights is often greater than the sample size by many magnitudes.  When this happens, the standard errors become so small that any parameter-based hypothesis test is likely to reject the null hypothesis, regardless of the actual probability of error.  

To allow for analyses using other statistical packages, an auxiliary set of weights was calculated so that the sum of the weights matched the actual sample size.  This was done by first dividing each case’s final weight by the sum of all the final weights, then multiplying that result by the total sample size, 
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Weighting Example

Imagine that in a bowl we have 
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 plastic chips.  Now, let’s say that we want to draw a sample of 
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 chips.  Each chip then has a 50% chance of selection, or the size of the sample divided by the total number of chips,  
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Once selected, we weigh each chip by 2, so each chip effectively represents itself and one of the chips not selected.  We calculate 2 by taking 1 and dividing it by the chance of selection,  
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. The sum of these weights is 10 chips, or 
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.  And so the sample of 5 chips accounts for the population of 10 chips.

Adjustment Example

Now imagine that one of the chips we sample in the above example is lost.  The sum of the weights is now 8, or 
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We can adjust these weights by multiplying each chip’s weight by an adjustment factor.  We calculate this factor by calculating the sum of the selected weights (i.e. before we lost the chip), 
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, and dividing that sum by the sum of the weights for the valid cases (i.e. the 4 chips we still have), 
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.  If we multiply each weight by this factor we find the adjusted 
weight, 
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.  If we do this for each of the 4 remaining chips then the sum of these adjusted weights is

APPENDIX C

COMPARING THE PERFORMANCE OF TWO ADOLESCENT PROBLEM GAMBLING SCREENS

We noted in the main body of this report that while there are generally well-accepted methods for identifying problem and pathological gambling among adults, there are questions about how appropriate it is to use tools developed for adults in screening for gambling problems among adolescents.  The survey of gambling and problem gambling among adolescents in Oregon included the two most widely used problem gambling screens developed for adolescents—the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR.

In this section, we examine the psychometric properties and performance of the two problem gambling screens used in the adolescent survey in Oregon.  While more work is needed to assess the performance of both the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR, the present survey provides an important opportunity to examine the performance of each screen in relation to other studies as well as to compare the performance of the two screens within a single sample.  

The SOGS-RA

The SOGS-RA includes 12 scored items, all of which are framed in the past year.  Items from the original, adult version of the South Oaks Gambling Screen were tested with an adolescent focus group.  Based on feedback from this group, wording adjustments were made to most of the items and the scoring rules for the borrowing items were significantly modified.  The SOGS-RA was first used in Minnesota with a combined sample of students surveyed in school and adolescents surveyed by telephone.  The developers of the SOGS-RA reported that the screen had moderate internal reliability and high content and construct validity among male adolescents (Winters, Stinchfield & Fulkerson 1993a).  Soon after, an adaptation to the scoring of the SOGS-RA that included gambling frequency was published (Winters, Stinchfield & Fulkerson 1993b). 

Work on the performance of the SOGS-RA has now been carried out by several teams of researchers (Poulin 2000; Wiebe, Cox & Mehmel 2000).  These researchers have wrestled with the question of whether to use the broad or narrow method to classify adolescent respondents when using the SOGS-RA (Poulin 2000).  Analysis of the individual items included in the SOGS-RA suggests that it may be necessary to weight the items in the screen differently.  The possibility has also been raised that the SOGS-RA may actually be assessing several distinct dimensions of problem gambling among adolescents (Wiebe, Cox & Mehmel 2000).  Finally, like the adult version of the screen, the accuracy of the SOGS-RA among children and adolescents has been questioned (Ladouceur et al 2000). 

The DSM-IV-J-MR Screen

The first adaptation of the DSM-IV psychiatric criteria for use in surveys among youth was carried out by Fisher (1992).  The DSM-IV-J (J stands for “Juvenile”) was designed to measure past year “pathological gambling” among adolescents and the screen was pilot tested among 11- to 16-year old youth from a single secondary school.  The DSM-IV-J has been used in studies to estimate problem gambling among youth in Britain, Canada and Spain (Becoña 1997; Fisher 1998; Gupta & Derevensky 1998).  More recently, Fisher (2000) published a revised version of the DSM-IV-J that allows multiple responses to each of the items rather than restricting respondents to “yes/no” answers.  The revised version of the DSM-IV-J (MR stands for “Multiple Responses”) performed well in a national youth study in the United Kingdom and the screen demonstrated good internal consistency, factor structure and construct validity. 
The DSM-IV-J-MR consists of 12 items that assess nine of the ten diagnostic criteria for adult pathological gambling.  The one adult criterion dropped from the DSM-IV-J is “Bailout”—a decision based on fieldwork suggesting that young problem gamblers tend to resolve desperate financial situations caused by gambling by illegal methods rather than relying on family and friends (Fisher 1992, 2000).  

Statistical Characteristics of the Problem Gambling Screens

The accuracy of any instrument can be assessed by looking at a range of measures of reliability and validity (Litwin 1995).  The reliability of an instrument refers to the ability to reproduce the results of the application of the test.  The validity of an instrument refers to the ability of the instrument to measure what it is intended to measure.  In examining the psychometric properties of the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR, we assess their reliability by examining the internal consistency of the screens and then analyzing endorsement rates for the individual items.  

Unweighted data were used for the analyses presented here since our goal is to assess performance rather than generalize the results to the population.  Furthermore, only respondents who had ever gambled are included in the analysis since the two problem gambling screens were only administered to adolescents who acknowledged ever participating in one or more of the activities included in the questionnaire.  
Reliability

The most widely accepted test of reliability is the internal consistency of an instrument or the degree to which the different items assess the same underlying construct.  The usual test for internal reliability is Cronbach’s alpha and a level of .70 is considered evidence of good reliability.  Both the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR have displayed relatively high rates of internal consistency in other adolescent samples (SOGS-RA—Cronbach’s alpha=.80; DSM-IV-MR-J—Cronbach’s alpha=.75) (Fisher 2000; Winters, Stinchfield & Fulkerson 1993a).    
Table C-1 on the following page presents information about how the individual items of the SOGS-RA cluster together.  This analysis indicates that while all of the items load on a first factor that accounts for 24% of the total variance in the score, there are three additional factors, each with an eigenvalue greater than 1, than account for an additional 28% of the total variance in the score.  The first factor includes items assessing arguments about gambling, spending more than intended, skipping school to gamble, borrowing money to gamble and not paying it back, gambling having caused problems with family or school, lying about winning and having been criticized for gambling.  The second factor loads heavily only on the item assessing chasing while the fourth factor loads heavily only on the item assessing stealing.  The third factor is heavily but negatively loaded on the item assessing wanting to stop gambling but not feeling able to do so.  Table C-1 also shows that the internal consistency of the SOGS-RA among Oregon adolescent gamblers is moderate to good with a Cronbach’s alpha of .677.  This is substantially lower than the screen’s internal consistency as reported by its developers; the reasons for this are unclear but may be related to the size of the sample of Oregon adolescents and their low overall rate of gambling participation.

Table C-2 presents information about how the individual items of the DSM-IV-J-MR cluster together.  This analysis indicates that while all of the items load on a first factor that accounts for 25% of the total variance in the score, there are three additional factors, each with an eigenvalue greater than 1, than account for an additional 28% of the total variance in the score.  The first factor includes items assessing lying about gambling, arguing with friends or family about one’s gambling, taking money from a family member to gamble, missing school to gamble, taking money from a non-family member to gamble, needing to gamble with more money to get the same level of excitement and chasing one’s losses.  The second factor loads heavily only on the item assessing preoccupation with gambling, the third factor loads heavily only on the item assessing escape and the fourth factor loads heavily only on the item assessing spending much more time or money on gambling than intended.  Table C-2 also shows that the internal consistency of the DSM-IV-J-MR among Oregon adolescent gamblers is good with a Cronbach’s alpha of .700.

Item Analysis

Several researchers have noted that male and female adolescents endorse items from problem gambling screens differently.  Table C-3 presents information about the proportion of male and female adolescent gamblers in Oregon who endorsed different items on the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR.

While female adolescent gamblers in Oregon are less likely than male gamblers to endorse most of the SOGS-RA items, they are just as likely to say that gambling has caused problems for them (including arguments with friends and family as well as problems at school) and that they have had arguments about gambling.  Girls are actually more likely than boys to say that they have hidden signs of gambling from friends or family.  As with the SOGS-RA, female adolescent gamblers in Oregon are less likely than male gamblers to endorse most of the DSM-IV-J items.  However, girls are just as likely as boys to say that they have sometimes spent more time or money than planned on gambling and they are more likely to say that they have taken money from a family member or someone outside the family to gamble.  Girls are also more likely than boys to say that they have missed school to gamble.  

Validity
There are several different types of validity that can be examined in assessing the performance of an instrument.  Content validity is a subjective measure of how appropriate the items seem to a set of reviewers who have some knowledge of the subject matter.  Both the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR have been found to have good content validity by a variety of appropriate audiences, including adolescents, clinicians and researchers. 

Criterion Validity.  Criterion validity requires that a new instrument be judged against some other method that is acknowledged as a “gold standard” for assessing the same phenomenon.  As a first step, we calculated the correlation coefficient between the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR among Oregon adolescents who ever gambled.  The correlation coefficient between these two screens is statistically significant (Pearson correlation=.629, sig.=.000).

Derevensky and Gupta (2000) published a comparison of the performance of the problem gambling screens most often used in adolescent studies, including the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR.  In a study of post-secondary school youth, these researchers found that the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J were highly interrelated with an overlap of 61% to 68%.  The 63% overlap between the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR in the Oregon adolescent sample is similar.  As in the Oregon adolescent survey, Derevensky and Gupta (2000) found that the DSM-IV-J yielded a more conservative prevalence rate than the SOGS-RA. 

Given the significant correlation between the two problem gambling screens, it is hardly surprising that there are also significant differences in the scores of non-problem, at-risk and problem gamblers on both of these measures.  In assessing these differences, we used the narrow SOGS-RA method to classify the respondents.  Among non-problem gamblers, the mean score on the SOGS-RA is 0.15 compared with a mean score of 0.12 on the DSM-IV-J-MR.  Among at-risk gamblers, the mean score on the SOGS-RA is 2.26 compared with a mean score of 1.01 on the DSM-IV-J-MR.  Among problem gamblers, the mean score on the SOGS-RA is 5.86 compared with a mean score of 3.21 on the DSM-IV-J-MR (SOGS-RA—ANOVA F=1300.698, sig=.000; DSM-IV-J-MR—ANOVA F=173.175, sig=.000).
Congruent Validity.  Since several of the items on the SOGS-RA and DSM-IV-J-MR are similar, it is possible to check whether respondents answered similar questions in the two screens differently.  Table C-4 on the following page shows how the adolescent respondents who gambled in Oregon answered several similar questions from the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-MR-J.  
Table C-4 shows that adolescents who have gambled in Oregon are less likely to give a positive response to the DSM-IV item than the SOGS-RA question assessing Tolerance and to one of the SOGS-RA questions assessing Lying.  Adolescents in Oregon who have gambled are nearly three times more likely to give a positive response to the DSM-IV item assessing Chasing compared with the SOGS-RA question.  Similar patterns of differences in responses have been identified in adolescent surveys in other jurisdictions, suggesting that the specific wording of these items contributes to differences in acknowledgement of similar but not identical behaviors.

Construct Validity.  In assessing the performance of any screen for a psychological disorder, it is helpful to examine differences between classified groups with respect to behaviors that are associated with problem gambling but are not included in the measurement scale.  Other measures related to gambling difficulties include weekly gambling and the largest amount lost in a single day.  

Other behaviors associated with gambling difficulties support the construct validity of both the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR among adolescents.  For example, using the SOGS-RA narrow classification, adolescent problem gamblers in Oregon are significantly more likely than at-risk or non-problem gamblers to gamble on one or more activities on a weekly basis and to have ever lost $50 or more on gambling in a single day.  Using the DSM-IV-J-MR classification, adolescent problem gamblers in Oregon are significantly more likely than at-risk or non-problem gamblers to gamble on one or more activities on a weekly basis and to have ever lost $50 or more on gambling in a single day.  

Conclusion
There is a growing body of research on adolescent gambling and gambling-related problems.  Eight years ago, the publication of a special issue of the Journal of Gambling Studies devoted to youth gambling provided new information about the performance of the two adolescent problem gambling screens used in the present study.  Based on the foregoing analysis, the two most widely used adolescent problem gambling screens perform quite well, demonstrating acceptable internal consistency and congruent and construct validity.  One concern that arises with both the SOGS-RA and the DSM-IV-J-MR relates to the factor structure of the two screens.  Further analysis is required to assess the extent to which these screens are unifactorial and suitable for straightforward additive scoring.
