The questions below are the ones that are similar on both the 8th and 11th grade versions of the ’08 OHT survey.   

If we can only go with one question as our indicator, I think we’d have to go with tracking/trending responses to the third question (8th grade Q73 and 11th grade Q 83) , because it’s the most similar to the original question (below) which is no longer on the survey and which is the only one for which we have trend data available—it’s also the only question that evaluates gambling activity in general, as opposed to problem gambling which is always going to be a small number.
